Qualifications: An earned terminal degree (MFA and/or PhD) in theatre or a closely related 
field is required for this tenure-track appointment. Candidates will be expected to demonstrate a 
record of creative or scholarly achievement commensurate with a faculty appointment at the rank 
of a tenured Associate Professor or Professor, including a body of work that represents a 
significant contribution to the field and demonstrated excellence in post-secondary teaching. The 
successful candidate will exhibit commitment to liberal arts education and professional theatre 
training and the skills to articulate a clear vision of how the two can complement and enhance 
each other in a research university. The successful candidate will possess leadership, 
administrative, and supervisory experience in strategic and financial planning, curricular 
innovation, and recruitment and retention of faculty, staff, and students. Preferred qualifications 
include experience in managing theatre productions and directing at the collegiate level. The 
successful candidate will also show evidence of a commitment to diversity, equity, and inclusion, 
with the ability to lead effective change in diverse groups.  
 
Responsibilities: The successful candidate will teach courses in Theatre History, Text Analysis, 
and Theatre Management.

The Chair 
must also recruit and support a diverse faculty, staff, and student body; coordinate the
